what we can know. The limits of our language do not define the limits of our cognition.

s Theartsteach studentsthat small differences can have lar ge effects. The artstrafficin
subtleties.

All art forms employ some
means through which images become real.

s Theartshelp children learn to say what cannot be said. When children areinvited to disclose
what awork of art helps them feel, they must reach into their poetic capacities to find the words
that will do the job.

experience to discover the range and variety of what we are capable of feeling.

Before
founding the vineyards he worked for Domaine
Louis Jadot and Chateau de Pommard in
Burgundy, Robert Mondavi and Sterling
Vineyards in the Napa Valley and Penfoldsin
Australia. After attending university in Italy and

earning her BA in the states, Susan is the
corporate wine buyer for aleading restaurant
group and has been called “one of the top
professionals in her position in the USA.”

The Peys commitment to sustainable, organic
agriculture adds to the quality of their wines but
is no easy undertaking. The Marin climate,
sandwiched between the frigid Pacific and San
Pablo Bay, helps by providing cooler weather
than Napa or Sonoma, but that’swhere it starts.
The Peys' operations pay meticulous attention
to thinning, pruning, canopy management and
leaf removal, all efforts that influence the
character, balance, aromaand flavor of thewine.

Their wines are showing the influence of
their expertise and commitment. Jordan MacKay
of 7x7 Magazine recently declared the Peys
output are "Impeccable wines with a structure
