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Duane BigEagle: A Poet�s Point of View

If you have little recall of what simile,
metaphor or juxtaposition mean, I recommend
you ask a Ross Valley fourth grader. They�ve
probably spent time with Duane BigEagle and
they know!

�What is a metaphor for freedom?� he asks.
Hands shoot up. �A bird flying!�
�The wind in my face as I open my

door.� says another. � T h a t � s
wonderful, now try a simile.�

�Free like a bird� several eager
children shout out.

With grace and surety, Mr. BigEagle
stands before the Wade Thomas fourth
grade classroom and asks what it might
be like to see the world from a different
point of view. �What if you were the school
water faucet?�

The children have no trouble
imagining this, �You�d be looking at
mouths all day� giggle two girls.
�A writer,� he quietly explains, �can share
an experience with words or describe
anything without using its name.� And
with that, he sits and reads poetry by
children imagining themselves as snow,
a shadow and life itself. He asks the
students to try it. �You could be an animal, a
cloud, anything you can imagine. Tell me where
you come from, how big are you, why are you
important to the universe.� Heads down, pencils
moving, the children are clearly inspired as Mr.
BigEagle circles the classroom helping each
child write a poem.

JH: What inspired you to teach poetry?
DB: For me it�s traditionally American Indian;
we are expected to pass on what we know to
the next generation. ÊIt�s sort of the job of an
American Indian poet; it�s not enough for me
to just sit in a room writing.

JH: Why is poetry important?
DB: I was taught to value a connection with the
land that sustains our lives. I learned early that
individuality, creativity, self-expression, and
love of beauty are essential to the survival of a
whole and healthy person. And I have
experienced the roles that art and poetry play in

the passing of culture from one generation to
the next. ÊThese lessons and values have formed
the person that I have become -- poet, teacher,
painter, traditional singer and dancer, artist in
education, community organizer, and cultural
activist

JH: Can anyone write a poem?
DB: Anyone can write a poem, but it helps to
know some of the tools of creative writing and
that�s what I teach. Creativity is our human
heritage and self expression is what humans do.

JH: If you could share advice with parents
to encourage children�s creativity, what advice
would you give?
DB: Children and adults need to play to develop
their imaginations. Adults model life and living
for the young; if children see you reading and
being creative, they�ll pick up the habit.

JH: What inspired you as a child?
DB: Native American oral tradition and
singers around a traditional singing group.
American Indian songs have wonderful
imagistic lyrics and it�s some of the oldest
poetry in this hemisphere.

Poet Duane BigEagle has taught creative
writing since 1976 with the California
Poets in the School program and comes
to the Ross Valley through YES Poets
in the School Program. He also teaches
in the Native American Studies programs
at Sonoma State University and College
of Marin. He has been awarded Artist in
Residence grants from the California Arts
Council and the Headlands Center for
the Arts and has served many agencies

including the California Arts Council and the
National Endowment for the Arts. ÊHe has
received many awards including the W. A.
Gerbode Poetry Award in 1993. ÊHe is a
founding Board Member of the American Indian
Public Charter School in Oakland, CA., and was
an educational reform consultant for several
agencies including the Annenberg Institute for
School Reform. ÊMr. BigEagle was born in
Claremore, Oklahoma, of American Indian
(Osage Tribe) descent. He is a cultural activist,
a traditional American Indian singer and an
Osage Southern Straight traditional dancer.

YES Poets in the Schools Teacher

TJ Kyong is a graduate of Ross Valley
Schools, a freshman at UC Berkley and above
all a talented and enthusiastic flautist.  He is a
music major who plays in the Berkley orchestra
and is considering a second major.  All in all,
he�s a thriving and successful young man, a role
model for how our schools can support the
development of well rounded artists.

TJ was fortunate to be surrounded by music
in his family who discovered his potential when
he shared his sister�s piano teacher in the second
grade.

It was clear that TJ was blessed with
musical talent, but he discovered his passion at
his first recital that inspired his enduring
commitment.  When he was in the fourth grade
he was attracted to the flute at his church.  At
the time, Richard Riccardi and Perry Smith were
offering their band program at Wade Thomas,
which TJ describes as �super fun!� TJ remembers
playing flute for an eighth grade graduation at
White Hill when he was in sixth grade and Mr.
Riccardi�s parting words to him that day, �Don�t
drop the flute!�

The family moved to Pennsylvania for
TJ�s freshman year and he and his sister both
auditioned and were accepted into an art school

that opened TJ to the broader world of music
and the arts, an experience he treasures.

Back in San Anselmo, TJ attended Drake
and continued to study flute.  As a testament to
his ability to excel musically and academically,
TJ was admitted to UC Berkley in the fall of
2006, but not before realizing one last Ross
Valley dream, a concert with his mentor and
teacher, Mr Riccardi.  TJ had tried several times
to perform with Mr Riccardi, but the pressures
of their busy lives made it difficult.  This summer,
TJ performed his favorite pieces from Henri
Busser, Prokofiev, Khachaturian, and Kuhlau
with Mr. Riccardi at the Presbyterian Church in
San Anselmo.

To students who have passion in the arts
and struggle with the academic load, TJ offers
advice. �There is always time to practice if you
manage your time wisely.  It�s a challenge, but
there�s a lot of time you spend just sitting around
watching TV. If you love to play, then you�ll
find the time.�
